ARBOUR WEEK

The first week in Septermber is traditionally set aside as Arbour Week in SA, and
celebrates planting and caring for trees. This year, the tree-planting ceremony
at the College will take place on Friday, 18 Septenber. The exact time will be
announced later. Belowis the “Trees of the Year” list 2009.

The common tree is: Acacia galpinii- Monkey

Thorn (Eng.), Apiesdoring (Afr.), & Molopa

(North-Sotho). It is a fast growing, dedduous

tree (losing its leaves in winter), growing

naturally in open wooded grassland & woodland,

and is found often near streams. Although it is

frost-tolerant, severe frost often kills off tender

young branches. The tree prefers full sun. Don't plant it too close to buildings as
it has extensive roots.

There are two rare or uncommon trees this year: Halleria Lucida — Tree
Fuchsia (Eng.), Notsung (Afr.) & Mothébéré (North-Sotho) and Pterocarpus
rotundifolius — Round-leaved Teak (Eng.), Dopperkiaat (Afr.) & Mohwahlapa
(North-Sotho).
The Tree Fuchsia is an attractive bird-attracting
evergreen multi-stermmed tree/shrub with a spreading
crown and attractive shiny bright green foliage. It is
found in forest, forest margins & ravines, rocky
mountain slopes, and near rivers on stream banks.
It's very showy in full flower (May-Dec) with edible
berries. This tree/shrub is relatively hardy to frost, is
tough and fast groning and performs best in well-
drained nutrient-rich loam.

The Round-leaved Teak is a deciduous, large, rounded, woody shrubitree,
growing in open bushveld, often forming dense colonies. Trees may flower
spectacularly several times in a year with deep

yellow, pea-shaped flowers. These flowers are

strongly honey-scented, attracting many insects. It's

a favourite in bee farming as it is a good source of

nectar and pollen. This tree does best in frost-free

areas; the trunk should be protected in frost areas.

Thirty-eight Stanford students took part in the annual Tzaneen
Eisteddfod, winning a total of 78 certilicates!
